GUIDELINES FOR GRADES 1-5

FOR GRADES 15T-5TH THERE WILL BE A SERVICE PARENASSIGNED FOR EACH
CLASSROOM WHO WILL COORDINATE A CLASS SERVICE PROJECT.

Ideally the project would be carried out throughout the school year, but depending on the
nature of the project and the age of the children involved, this could be completed as a
single event.

IDEAS FOR PROJECTS:

e 1stgrade- Sing Christmas carols for residents at St Camilla’s
2nd grade-Collect leftover Halloween candy and send to troops stationed abroad or
establish a “buddy” at the School Sisters of Notre Dame

e 3rdgrade- Write letters to soldiers

e 4thgrade- Create holiday decorations or cards for area nursing homes, VA hospital
patients, or assisted living residents

e 5thgrade-Create holiday cards for the homebound/sick members of our parish

These are just a few examples. There are many more service opportunities. Classes are
encouraged to come up with additional ideas. These activities can be done in the classroom
or outside of the classroom as decided by the service parent and the classroom teacher.
There will be no “hours” requirement for these grades.

GUIDELINES FOR GRADES 6-8

In order to make the habit of SERVICE part of each individual’s life, 6t-8th graders are
recommended to accumulate the following hours per grade annually:

6th grade- 10 Hrs. (5 hrs. for 2012)

7th grade- 10 Hrs. (5 hrs.for2012)

8th grade- 15 Hrs.  (7.5hrs. for 2012)

Some examples of service include, but are not limited to:

Community
e volunteering at a senior citizen center or soup kitchen

e stocking shelves at a food pantry or Salvation Army
e raking leaves, shoveling, or walking the dog for a neighbor
e participating in a benefit walk/run

School:

e tutoring younger students

e helping teachers, office staff or other school based organizations - examples: set up
chairs prior to programs, help parish with mass mailings

e cleaning or helping maintain the school grounds

e volunteering at “after school” functions - movie night, family fun night, etc.

Church Community:
e serving at Mass
babysitting at daycare during Mass
helping at our parish festival or other events
helping with Christian formation programs

No service can receive payment.

All service hours MUST be approved by the signature of the qualified adult in charge of the
activity, event, or job.

Students are encouraged to take initiative in finding and completing service projects.
Service hours can be completed during the school year or during the summer months.
When a student completes a service project, he or she must fill in the service sheet
available in the classrooms and turn this into the school office.

Mary Jo Maslowski will keep an accounting of hours.
